There is room for eight scouts in this class, so it will be the first eight
scouts to respond to Mrs. Popp at julieapopp@aol.com.  Mrs. Popp will respond with an email to confirm you are
registered in the genealogy merit badge class.  Once you are confirmed in the class, please see Mrs. Popp at a
troop meeting to pick up a Genealogy merit badge workbook.
 
There are several prerequisites for this merit badge class.  They are requirements 3, 4b, 6, and 7.  These need to be
done BEFORE CLASS and must be brought to class with you to satisfy the requirements.
 
Requirement 3 is to choose a relative or a family acquaintance you can interview in person, by telephone, or by
email or letter.  Record the information you collect in the genealogy merit badge workbook (in the section for
requirement 3).
 
Requirement 4b is to obtain at least one genealogical document that supports an event that can be recorded on
your pedigree chart or family group record.  An example of this type of document is a birth certificate, death
certificate or marriage certificate/license.  Please bring this item with you to the merit badge class on March 24th.
 
Requirement 6 and 7 are to fill out your pedigree chart and family group record (your parents can help you with
this) using the forms provided in the genealogy merit badge workbook.
 
The merit badge class will meet at the Popp house at 6:00 pm SHARP!  The Popps live at 8251 Lake Crowell Circle,
Orlando, 32836.  You can mapquest for directions, or contact Mrs. Popp for directions at 407-354-0590.
 
5. MOTOR BOATING MERIT BADGE
